5. The petitioners say that the estimated turn over of IPR arcund the world,
thirough direct sales and through digital media such as CDs, online sale is
estimated (o over 5 creres and copyright rovalties inceme is broadly
egtimated to be over Rs. 5 Crores. The petitioners say that considering
dgclarations made by respondents on their official web sites it appears
thiat IPR income around the world is over Rs.3Crores annually and
grpwing each year. While considering 12 years of an average, the sum of
Rg.60 Crores of the Trust Funds is unaccounted. All these funds never
repchied the Trusts; rather it 1s siphoned to private companies held by

tr

ustees as directors in India, Switzerlund, US and UK. The list of privatc.
Generally respondents keep these companies active for 3- 4 years only and

later it is kept dormant and business is done through newer companies.

Osho considered
to be the most prolific author of 21= century, is the quthor of more than
650 titles translated in over 65 languages around the World. Osho has
left behind huge treasures of spirituality and knowledge for mankind,
especially for those who are inspired by His words and meditation
techniques devised by Him. For the sake of brevity herein referred to as
‘Osho’s Legacy’. The Income and Existence of the Osho’s Legacy has
come to severe threat of being destroyed by the present trustees and

some foreigners working as Benami trustees.

2. The Petitioners submit that the present Trustees have transferred funds

and assets of the Trusts for more than Rs. 303.39 Crores in their

private stake in following manner:

The Petitioner submits that the Petiioner will presently demonstrate to
the Honourable Court that how the Respondents are veining away with
the preperty, assets, income and Charity of the Trust in their personal

kitty leaving Trust in huge deficits and threatening its existence,

In the foregoing paragraphs the petitioner will bring to the notice of the
Henourable Court how the present trustees in collusion with the foreign
persons working as Benami Trustees referred to as above are siphoning

20.6.1998, Loksatta, Pune on 22-6-98 and on 15t June 1998. Further,
the said application as well as order of the Hon'ble Charity
Comirnissioner reads that “a meeting of trustees was held on 15-7-1998

to discuss the proposal. However, no proposal was received in response

The Petitioner invites the attention of the Honorable Court as to who is
Osho Multimedia and Resorts Pvt. Ltd. Earlier this company was known
as Zen Resorts Pvt. Ltd. The Petitioner invites the attention of the
Honorable Court to refer to Report of Smt. Vinita D. Modak, who is
practicing Company Secretary who has undertaken the search and that
Search Report, has been given to the Petitioner. The copy of that Search
Report, is enclosed to the memo of this Petition and is marked as

Exhibit D. The perusal of that Search Report, would show that there are

30. The order, passed in March 2011, by the Charity Commissioner, has
been challenged by the Petitioner, by filing Writ Petition No. 1346 of
2012, in this Honorable Court. That Writ Petition No. 1346 of 2012,
after hearing the Respondent Trustees as well as Darshan Trust, s

admitted by the Honorable Court, {Coram: Bhushan Gavai J.) on Tth

January 2013, and the interim relief has been given. The copy of the
order passed by the Honorable Court, {Coram: Bhushan Gavai J.), in
Writ Petition No. 1346 of 2012, dated 7th January 2013, is enclosed to

the memo of this petition and is marked as EXHIBIT-R.

31. The second property in respect of which the Petitioner wants to bring to
the notice of this Honorable Court is Plot No. 22, Koregaon Park. This
property is also worth more than 40 Crores Rupees.

32. The Respondents wanted to gift this property also to Darshan Trust,
New Dethi. The only Two Trustees of Darshan trust are Directors and
share holders of Osho Multimedia and Resorts Pvt. Ltd., Ex trustees of
OFF, present trustee of NSF as more particularly described in the Table
of Trustees and Directors in the said Exhibit N. Therefore they had
made application viz. Application No. 87 / 2011 before the Learned

Joint Charity Commissioner. This application came to \y/
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\m/cc;ditionally withdrawn by them in February 2013. Copy of that
withdrawal application is enclosed to the memo of this Petition and is
marked as EXHIBIT-S, the withdrawal application is allowed and the
copy of the order passed by the Learned Joint Charity Commissioner is
enclosed to the memo of this Petition and is marked as EXHIBIT-T.
Notably the application has been made hardly within a peried of 4
weeks after the Honorable Court (Coram: Bhushan Gawai J.)
entertained and admitted and granted interim: relief in Writ Petition No,
1346 of 2012 on 7t January 2013. This shows the guilty mind of the
Respondent Trustees that once their design of disposing off the property
in favour of another trust, preferably, out of Maharashitra so as to make
the provisions of Bombay Public Trust Act inapplicable to the Trust was
hrought to the notice of the Court, hurriedly, they withdrew their
application made under Section 36 of the Bombay Public Trust Act,

1950 viz. Application No. 87 of 2011.

33. The Petitioner now invite the attention of the Honorable Court, to refer

to yet another property viz. Flat No. 404, admeasuring 865 Sqg. Feet

Situated on the Fourth Fl_oor, Venus Apartment, Koregaon Park, Pune -
411001, That Flat belonged to Abhilasha Foundation. Abhilasha
Foundation merged with Osho International Foundation:. The Petitioner
invites the attention of the Honorable Court, to refer to Application No.
G4/90/2004, under Section 36 of the Bombay Public Trust Act viz. in
the year 2004, The copy of that is enclosed to the memo of this petition

and is marked as EXHIBIT-U. Perusal of that Application would show

that on 31-3-2004, by beat of Drum, the said property was put to sell,
and the property was sold to one Mrs. Sandhya Satyaprakash Bangar,
only for an amount of Rs. 12,00,000/-. Notably, Mrs. Sandhya
Satyaprakash Bangar is the wife of Mr. Sayaprakash Bangar who was

holding a maintenance contract of Ashram Premises during that periogy .
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Whereas as per the said Application No. G4/90/2004, the respondents
have applied to sell the said premise on the grounds that the said
premise is distanced as “Little ~ Far” from the main Ashram Premise. As
a matter of fact the said premise is less than 200 meters from the
Ashram. The Petitioner submits that this is yet another innovative
method which has been invented by the Respondent to sell prime
properties, only by beat of drum without inviting the Tender or without
giving the advertisement, in the News Paper in advance. The petitioners’
claims that there was no ‘beat of Drum’ on 31-3-2004, this fact can be
easily verified by calling upon computerized participants list who were

present in the Osho Ashram Premise.

The Petitioner submits that on the basis of the aforesaid transactions
on 120 April 2004, MOU, was executed with Mrs. Sandhva
Satyaprakash Bangar, who is the wife of Mr. Sayaprakash Bangar who
was holding maintenance contract of Ashram Premises during that
period, for the said Venus Apartment, Flat No. 404, for a partly amount
of Rs. 12,00,000/-. The present value of the said premise is Rs.90
Lakhs. Thereafter, when application No. J-4/90/2004, was made on
20-4-2004, as per direction of the Learned Joint Charity Commissioner,
Public Notice, was given in “Daily Prabhat”, on 4% May 2004, and
another Puhlic Notice in “Daily Loksatta”, was given on 3« Jumne 2004,
Notably these public niotices were issued after executing the said MOU.
More over the public notices were issued only in Marathi news papers,
in suppress the public attention. Thereafter the show was created that
the response to this Public Notice was very poor, and nobody is ready to
purchase the said Flat for an amount of more than Rs. 12,00,000/-, for
which the transaction, the MOU was already made in favour of Mrs,
Sandhya Satyaprakash Bangar, on 12t April 2004. In this manner, the

said Flat No. 404, admeasuring 865 Sq. Feet, on the 4% Floor, of Venitiy ’
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(artment in Koregaon Park, Pune -411001, was sold to Mrs. Sandhya
Satyaprakash Bangar for paltry an amount of Rs. 12,00,000/- This is
yet another instance as to how the property belonging to Trust, has

been sold and disposed off by the Respondent Trustees.

The petitioners submit that enclosed to the memo of this Petition and
marked as EXHIBIT-V, is an Order of the Application bearing no. J-
4/57 /2010 which has been made by the Trust under the provision of
Section 36 (A) (3) of the Bombay Public Trust Act, 1950 for the purpose
of seeking permission, to mortgage its other properties, for getting the

loan from Corporation Bank to the tune of Rs. 350 Lakh.

Similarly by, enclosed to the memo of thié Petition and marked as
EXHIBIT-W, is an Order on the Application bearing Application bearing
No. J-46/2011. This Application is made on 18% July 2011 where the
property of the Trust, is sought to be mortgaged, and the permission
under the provision Section 36 (A) (3) of the Bombay Public Trust Act, is
sought to be taken from the Learned Charity Commissioner, for the

purpose of incurting further loan of Rs. 250 Lakh from Corporation

Bank, Pune.

The Petitioner also invites the attention of the Honourable Court to refer
to the extract from the List of Books, which is printed and published by
Mukesh Sarda on behalf of Osho Multimedia and Resarts Pvt. Ltd. Copy
whereof is enclosed to the memo of this Petition and is marked as
EXHIBIT-X. It is this company viz. Osho Multimedia and Resorts Pvi.
Ltd. which is publishing as many as 16 books which hither to were
published by the Trust. How the copyrights in respect of these baoks,
instead of being utilized by the Trust, are allowed to be utilized by the

Private Limited Company is a fact which is known to them only,\//
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37. \Q:r the Petitioner invites the attention. of the Henourable Court to
refer to the table which shows that not only in India, but throughout in
the world, different limited companies have been constituted, by the
trustees, for the purpose of siphoning the funds of the trust. The
Petitioner submits that for example, in America, American Multimedia
Corporation and Osho Media International have been constituted.
Similarly in other countries also such companies have been constituted.
This will be clear from the table enclosed to mermo of this Petition and is

marked as EXHIBIT-Y.

38. The present Trustees of both the Trust viz. OIF and NSF are acting as
front office bearers/ runners, colluded with the foreign persons to
establish a shell Foundation in Zurich Switzerland ecalled Osho
International Foundation (OIF), Zurich., in the same name as the trust
which runs the Pune Ashram, i.e. Osho Internatiocnal Foundation which
is registered in Mumbai, India under Bombay Public Trust Act, 1950
bearing registration no. 14570-M, with the intention of misleading the
Osho disciples and fraudulently registering trademarks and copyrights
in several countries. Devious planning was done to confuse the Osho
disciples into believing that the IPR registrations were in the name of

the trust in the Ashram.

39, The petitioners submit that Hon'ble Charity Commissioner by order
dated 10.1.2011 has allowed Mr. Mukesh Sarda to transfer office to
608, Maker Chamhers, 6% Floor, Narinan Point, Mumbai 4000621. A
copy of this order is annexed as the memo of this petition and marked
as EXHIBIT-Z. The petitioners say that the office of the Trust is in Pune
since 1974 and since then it was fanctioning perfectly fine without any
problems and there was no need to transfer the same from Pune fo

Mumbai. Notably, there are conly three trustees on the board of Truy '
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mr Mukesh Sarda, Mr. Devendra Singh Dewal and Ms. Vidya
Khubchandani. The petitioners say that all the three trustees are the
directors of Osho Multimedia and Resorts Pvt. Ltd. on one hand and on
the other hand they all are the trustees of the Trust. The petitioners
submit that the trustees have undisrupted and unnoticeable free hand
to manipulate the funds and resources of the Trust in their favour. The
transfer of the Trust office to Mumbai is done to further dilute charity of
the trust secretly without any information to members of the Osho
Community. Notably while issuing the transfer order or during the
processing of the application neither Trustees nor the Hon'’ble Charity
Commissioner had made any public survey at least with the members
of the Osho Community referring to any objection/ suggestion for the

transfer of the office from Pune to Mumbai.

40.  Petitioners further say that the Neo Sannyas Foundation was fonnally
known as Rajneesh Foundation and Jeevan Jagriti Kendra. Notably as
per the original Trust Deed dated 11" June 1969 and 26% Sept. 1969.
It was clearly stated that Osho known as Acharya Rajneeshji was an
advisor of the trust for life. The petitioners say that in 1991, after
Osho’s demise, the Trust deed was altered by removing Osho as an
advisor of the trust and the number of minimum trustees are brought

down to Two by the present trustees who are the directors of Osho

Multimedia and Resorts Pvt, Ltd.

41. The petitioners say that the present trustees and manager have long
drawn plans to destroy the existence and charity of the trust. The

trustees are gradually and systematically diluting benefit factors, funds

and Charity of the trust in their private companies.

42,  The Petitioners say that Two Application bearing No. 4/ 2012 and No. 5

of 2012 along with Interim Relief were filed by the petitioners at t’t\}/
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Jfice of the Hon'ble Charity Commissioner, Maharashtra State n
Mumbai. The said applications bearing No. 4/ 2012 is enclosed with the
memo of this petition and marked as EXHIBIT-AA. And the said
applications bearing No. 5/ 2012 is enclosed with the memo of this
petition and marked as EXHIBIT-AB. These were filed under section 41
E of the Bombay Public Trust Act, 1950 against the Respondent Trusts
viz. application No. 4/ 2012 against Neo Sannyas Foundation and

Application No. 572012 against Osho International Foundation along

with Interim Reliefs.

43, The petitioners say that an additional memo of request to Hon'ble
Charity Commissioner on 14 / 01/ 2013 is enclosed the memo of this
Petition and is marked as EXHIBIT-AC were made by the petitioners.
As per this memo it is clearly indicated that the Opponent Public
Charitable Trusts are looted in Broad daylight by the present trustees of
the trust. It is also put on the record that some losses of the Trust and
Osho devotees who are beneficiaries of the trusts arc suffering
irreparable and irreversible losses, hence a request to initiate hearing of
at least [nterim Relief as requested to Hon'ble Charity Commissioner,
Mumbai without wasting anytime. The petitioners say that till date no

action is taken by the office of the Hon'ble Charity Comrmissioner,

Mumbai.

44. The Petitioner submits that in the said application under Section 41 K,
of the Bombay Public Trust Act, 1950 the Petitioners have pointed out
that the Respondents have now gone to the extent of taking the stand
before the Learned Charity Commissioner that the Samadhi of Osho is

actually is not Samadhi at all.

45. The petitioners say that in addition to Osho’s Samadhi in the Osho

Ashram at Pune there are in all 6 Samadhies which were made by thz/ |
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Yespondents as per the instructions of Osho, the details and
photograph of Samadhies is enclosed to the memo of this Petition and

marked as EXHIBIT-AD.

(1 The first Samadhi was made dated 10.1.1981 of Swami Vimal
Kirti Prince Welf of Hanover, Germany. ’

i) The second Samadhi was made for Dadaji (Osho’s father)
dated 08.09.1979

(@) The third Samadhi was made in the year 1987 Swami Anand

Maitreya alias Late Shri Mathura Prasad Mishra Ex Mp from
1952 till 1962 from Bihar
The following two Samadhi were made by the opponents after Osho’s

demise as Osho instructed them to do so:

(iv) The forth Samadhi is Osho Samadhi on 19.01.1990.

(vj The fifth Samadhi was made for Mataji (Osho’s mother] dated
17.05.1995

(vi) The Sixth Samadhi was made for Osho’s one of the prominent
disciple Ma Sitajl
46. The Petitioner submits that the photograph of Osho Samadhi is
enclosed to the memo of this petition and is marked as EXHIBIT-AE.
So far as Osho’s Samadhi is concerned, the Petitioner submits that on
Osho’s Samadhi the following words are written as directed by Osho;
Osho
Never Born
Never Died
Only visited this

Planet Earth between
Dec. 11, 1931 - Jan. 19, 1990

47. ‘The Petitioner submits that, notably even that marble, on which the
aforesaid sentences were mscribed /[ embossed, is also removed by the
Respondent. This will be clear from the photographs, which are

collectively enclosed to the memo of this Petition and are marked ;iy ’




48. The Petitioner invites the attention of the Honourable Court, 1o refer to
the digital CD, which was taken after demise of Osho and after
submitting his body to the flame and after celebrating decath of Osho as
per the direction of Osho, after getting the Asthi Kalash and depositing
that Asthi Kalash in the Samadhi. A copy of that C.D. is annexed to the

memo of this petition and is marked as EXHIBIT-AG.

49,  The Petitioner invites the attention of the Honourable Court, to refer to

the public speech which was made by the opponent on 20% January
1989. In that public speech the Respondent No. 11, has given the
information as to the conversation that has taken place between Osho
and the Respondent before demise of Osho, to the memo of this Petition
and are marked as EXHIBIT-AH. This conversation has taken place
when death was near Osho and Osho had realized this and Osho
himself has given the instruction that how His Samadhi, should be
constructed. Therefore there is no iota of doubt that what is being
constructed is Samadhi of Osho, but still the Respondents have gone to
the extent of taking the stand in the proceeding before the Charity

Commissioner that what is constructed is not Samadhi of Osho at ail.

50. The Petitioner invites the attenton of the Honourable Court, to refer 1o
the various e-mails where the Respondents themselves have taken the
stand that the said Samadhi, is the Samadhi of Osho. But now since
the Respondents have gone to the extent of denying even the existence
of Osho’s Samadhi, the Petitioners have reasons to pelieve that the
Osho Ashram / Commune is now converted into a five star resort styled
as ‘Osho Multimedia and Resorts Pvt. Ltd.’ for total commercialization
the purpose of allowing entry only to the selected few and kil} the very

purpose of a charitable Trust and therefore immediate intervention ir?/
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
